010, Callaway — Section 014, Chariton — Section 021, Clark — Section 023, Cole — Section 026,
Cooper — Section 027, Howard — Section 045, Knox — Section 052, Lewis — Section 056, Linn —
Section 058, Macon — Section 061, Marion — Section 064, Miller — Section 066, Moniteau —
Section 068, Monroe — Section 069, Pike — Section 082, Putman — Section 086, Ralls — Section
087, Randolph — Section 088, Schuyler — Section 102, Scotland — Section 103, Shelby —
Section 106, Sullivan — 109, Perry — Section 079 and Washington — Section 114 issued by the
Division of Labor Standards, Department of Labor and Industrial Relations; filed with the
Secretary of State: March 10, 2008.

On April 7, 2008, an objection to the above-referenced Annual Wage Order No. 15 was
filed on behalf of Eastern Missouri Laborers’ District Council and its Affiliated Local Unions
(Objector), with the Labor and Industrial Relations Commission (Commission). A
hearing in the matter had been set for May 28, 2008.

On May 12, 2008, the Commission received stipulations in which the Objector and the
Division of Labor Standards have agreed to the wage rates which should be paid to the
respective crafts. These wage rates are reflected in the attached stipulations.

The Commission accepts the rates and fringe benefits reflected in the stipulations and
orders those rates to be the prevailing rates for the crafts listed therein.
